Structure of Argument
Here is a basic plan of how Albanese structures part of her argument.
I. Colonial Context.
Israeli colonization of Palestine occurs within the context of broader Western colonialism.
Specifically, "colonial racial capitalism."
Corporate Entities have descended from the colonial period into the modern, limited-liability entities that they are now.
II. Modern corporations have adapted themselves to Israel's colonial project
Modern corporations hold immense wealth and power. Eight or more major corporate sectors have adapted their behaviour to the Israeli colonial project in various ways, and for various reasons.
Israel, since Oct. 7, has morphed from an economy of occupation to an economy of genocide.
[Is this potentially an important aspect of her argument, given
1. That it is the title of the document and,
2. It is doing heavy-lifting, encapsulating the entire Israeli colonial period and the supposedly-distinct post October 7 genocidal period.]
In this context, corporations continue to adapt their behaviour to the Israeli project.
III. Corporate behaviours adapted to the Israeli project
Albanese then discusses how and in what ways various corporate entities, agglomerated into several different corporate sectors, have shaped their behaviour along the lines of the Israeli colonial and genocidal project.
In general, these corporations do this because they profit.
The corporations benefit in various ways, from the standpoint of their self-interest, by participating in the Israeli genocidal project.
This is especially the case now, in a time of economic crisis, where the Israeli actions provide new lucrative opportunities.
Therefore, the corporate sector needs to be held to account.
IV. The need for accountability
She then makes several recommendations:
-To impose sanctions and a full arms embargo on Israel, including all existing agreements and dual-use items such as technology and civilian heavy machinery;
-To suspend/prevent all trade agreements and investment relations, – and impose sanctions, including asset freezes, on entities and individuals involved in activities that may endanger the Palestinians;
(-To enforce accountability, ensuring that corporate entities face legal consequences for their involvement in serious violations of international law.
Corporations should pay reparations. The ICC should prosecute corporate entities. All of these actions will require sustained activism from global civil society.
V. Enforcement [Annex].
Annex I
-There are laws holding corporations to account. 
There is an "international legal framework" that is "broadly applicable to the corporate sector" implicated here.
-Although corporations were implicated in legal violations prior to Oct. 7,* they are now possibly implicated in genocide.
*Corporations were implicated in colonial displacement of Palestinians.
-The UNGPs* regulate the international activity of corporations. At least, normatively.
Then, there are sections of international law and domestic law that regulate this type of corporate activity.
*UNGPs: "UN Guiding Principles on Business and Human Rights."
-Further, states are supposed to regulate the behaviour of their own corporations.
